The Law Society of British Columbia has enacted new Client Identification and Verification Rules (the 
“Rules”) which take effect on December 31, 2008. In 2000, the federal government passed legislation now 
known as the Proceeds of Crime (Money Laundering) and Terrorist Financing Act. Since then, the Federation 
of Law Societies of Canada has held discussions with the federal government regarding the appropriate 
anti-money laundering regime for the legal profession, and has developed a model client identification and 
verification rules for lawyers in Canada. The Rules will require lawyers to obtain identification and, in certain 
cases, go through a more onerous process of verifying the identities of their clients.
